Monteverde Cloud Forest Biological Preserve



La Reserva Biológica Bosque Nuboso Monteverde en Costa Rica se estableció en 1972 e integra el Sistema de Reservas 
Privadas del Centro Científico Tropical.  Constituida de 4,100 ha, la Reserva Monteverde se ubica en la Cordillera de Tilarán, 
donde forma una parte clave de la Zona Protectora Arenal Monteverde.

Esta área protegida cruza la divisoria continental, con elevaciones desde los 850 m en la vertiente del Caribe, hasta los 1,840 
m en el Cerro Amigo, y a los 1,200 m en la vertiente del Pacífico.  Abarca cuatro principales zonas de vida.  Durante las 
recientes décadas a 1,500 m en el lado Pacífico cerca de la Reserva, el promedio de la temperatura mínima diaria ha sido de 
15.2 °C y el de la máxima diaria ha sido de 21.6 °C.  El promedio anual de la precipitación medida con pluviómetro estándar en 
el mismo sitio ha sido de 2,849 mm.  Sin embargo, el bosque recibe una gran parte de su agua en forma de llovizna y neblina 
transportadas por los vientos alisios, y esto ayuda a explicar la rica abundancia de epífitas como musgos, helechos, 
bromelias y orquídeas y contribuye a la belleza extraordinaria del lugar.

El clima normalmente fresco, mojado y relativamente estable, la vegetación diversa y compleja, y la estrecha yuxtaposición 
de las diferentes zonas de vida están entre los factores que han ayudado a mantener la alta biodiversidad del área, la cual 
incluye muchas especies de animales.  Dentro de la Reserva, se han registrado 91 especies de mamíferos, 89 especies 
comunes de aves, 39 especies de anfibios y 37 especies de reptiles.  Aunque algunas de ellas se conocen solamente de las 
áreas en protección absoluta, muchas se encuentran en los senderos de uso público.  La información disponible sobre esta 
fauna refleja el trabajo de muchos investigadores, incluidos muchos estudiantes, que han visitado la Reserva Monteverde a 
través de los años, así como el trabajo del programa de investigación de la Reserva.

The Monteverde Cloud Forest Preserve in Costa Rica was founded in 1972 and is part of the System of Private Reserves of 
the Tropical Science Center.  Constituted by 4,100 ha, the Monteverde Preserve is located in the Tilarán Mountain Range, 
where it forms a key part of the Arenal Monteverde Protective Zone.

This protected area crosses the continental divide, with elevations from 850 m on the Caribbean slope, up to 1,840 m on 
Cerro Amigo, and down to 1,200 on the Pacific slope.  It encompasses four principal  life zones.  During recent decades at 
1,500 m on the Pacific side near the Preserve, the average daily minimum temperature has been 15.2 °C and the average daily 
maximum has been 21.6 °C.  The average annual rainfall measured by standard rain gauge at the same site has been 2,849 
mm per year.  However, the forest receives much of its water in the form of mist and cloud conveyed by the trade winds, and 
this helps to explain the rich abundance of epiphytes such as mosses, ferns, bromeliads and orchids and contributes to the 
extraordinary beauty of the place.

The normally cool, wet and relatively equable climate, the diverse and complex vegetation, and the close juxtaposition of the 
different life zones are among the factors that have helped to maintain the area’s high biodiversity, which includes many 
species of animals.  Within the Preserve, 91 species of mammals, 89 species of birds, 39 species of amphibians and 37 species 
of reptiles have been recorded.  Although some of them are known only from the areas under absolute protection, many can 
be found on the trails used by visitors.  The available information about this fauna reflects the work of many researchers, 
including many students, who have visited the Monteverde Preserve over the years, as well as the work of the Preserve’s 
research program.
